Obedience Camp!

Obedience Campl! is a board and train program where your dog boards at Wye River Kennel for obedience training for three
weeks. Your dog is trained, walked, and played with on a daily basis (Monday through Friday) by the trainer.

Training will cover: sit, down, stay, coming to name, come, wait, and heeling. All commands will be both voice and hand
signals. Manners issues such as jumping, mouthing, and other owner concerns will be addressed. The attached questionnaire
will help pinpoint additional behaviors which also need to have attention.

Owner involvement is key to the success of training. If possible, please take your dog home on the weekends so you can
practice what your dog has been learning. A private lesson will be given to you before taking your dog home for the first
weekend. You will also receive written instructions as well. During your dog’s stay | will give you updates on his progress.

At the end of your dog’s stay at Obedience Camp! you will receive a private lesson. More in-depth written instructions will be
given regarding all that your dog has learned and how to maintain those behaviors. An additional follow-up private lesson is
also included which should be used one to two weeks later. This will assure that the maintenance of the new behaviors and
obedience is continuing ably. (After 30 days this lesson expires.) Consistency is the key to training and keeping behaviors.

You do have a part in the success of your dog’s training. You must practice the new skills that both you and your dog will
develop. The better the communication between you and your dog, the better he will behave. 1 will be available by phone or
email to support you.

If you do not show up for the follow-up private lesson or cancel without 24 hours notice, there will be a $35 rescheduling fee for
the make-up lesson.
